APPOINTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE CONSULTANTS 

 
To:  Committee on MDC Government          January 6, 2025 
 

Over the past year, the firms of Gaffney, Bennett and Associates Inc. (Attorney 
Brendan Fox), Strategic Outreach Solutions, LLC (Janice Flemming) and Levin, Paolino 
& Christ Government Relations Consulting, LLC have provided exemplary service in the 
area of government relations and advocacy within state government on behalf of the 
District, and the same holds true for Squire Patton Boggs (William Schuster) and SJB 
Strategies, LLC (Steve Bonafonte) on the federal level.  District staff recommends the 
reappointment of the above existing firms for the 2025 state and federal legislative 
consultants.  The term of the appointments would be from January 1, 2025 through 
December 31, 2025, but as to Levin, Paolino and Christ Government Relations 
Consulting, LLC, for a six month term, all subject to Board approval. 

 
Furthermore, in the event the Committee on MDC Government forwards the 

appointments to the District Board, District staff recommends the following annual fees 
for state legislative/administrative consultants: (1) Gaffney, Bennett and Associates, Inc. 
receive $69,000.00, (2) Strategic Outreach Solutions, LLC receive $66,000.00 and (3). 
Levin, Paolino and Christ Government Relations Consulting, LLC receive $21,000.00
